2.
Application form, current CV (including names of two references), and copy of licensure are sent to UAF CHAP Program’s Anchorage office for review and approval (address on other side).
3.
Official letter of appointment is written, sent to CRCD Vice Chancellor for review and signature.
4.
Letter of appointment is mailed to UAF CHAP academic liaison in Anchorage, who establishes or updates a file for the affiliate faculty member and mails the letter of appointment to the affiliate faculty member for signature.

5.
The original letter of appointment is signed and mailed to the UAF CHAP Program’s Anchorage office (affiliate faculty retains a copy).
